Just a few of the products include most General Mills 
cereals, most Ziploc Brand bags, a large number of Pillsbury products, and 
much more. All you do is buy the product, use it, clip the label, save until you get 
about 10 coupons, and turn them into your school. It really is as easy as that.  

According to the program's terms and conditions, each school is eligible to 
receive up to $60,000 a year.
